A Note from Father Hendricks regarding Latin Mass 
 
 

The next Latin Mass will be on May 24 (4:00 PM) celebrating 
the Feast of the Ascension. 
 

 Rome has determined that when the local church transfers 
the obligation of a holy day to Sunday, the Extraordinary Form will 
follow suit. Otherwise, the transfer of the celebration is optional. 
More feast Masses in the extraordinary form are allowed to be 
celebrated on Sunday than in the ordinary form, (i.e. Feast of the 
Holy Rosary) which is often suppressed when the feast falls on 
Sunday in the ordinary rite. I have been asked two questions. The 
first concerns the use of incense. In the Extraordinary Form, incense 
is not used during the Low Mass and the Sung or High Mass unless 
it is the priest’s first Mass after ordination. At the Solemn Mass with 
Deacon and SubDeacon, incense is always used. The second 
question concerns the deacon. Yes both the transitional Deacon (on 
the way to the priesthood) and the permanent Deacon can function 
as Deacon and subDeacon in the extraordinary rite provided they 
can chant the Epistle and Gospel in Latin. The first permanent 
Deacon in the Diocese of Gary was from my home parish. He 
studied when the only course was in connection with a seminary in a 
different state using the same Latin books the students on the way 
to the priesthood used.

WEEKLY REFLECTIONS from your PASTOR

An Irish priest, who, on a walking tour of a rural parish, saw 
an old peasant kneeling by the side of the road, praying.  Impressed, 
the priest said to the man, "You must be very close to God."  The 
peasant looked up from his prayers, thought a moment, and then 
stated with a broad smile, “Yes, He's very fond of me."  Each of us 
could use a slogan to introduce ourselves to others: "I am the one 
Jesus loves."  In the gospel we can see Jesus’ closest friend on 
earth, the disciple named John, is identified as "the one Jesus loved."  
If John were to be asked, 'What is your primary identity in life?' he 
would not reply, 'I am a disciple, an apostle, an evangelist, an author 
of one of the four Gospels,' but rather, 'I am the one Jesus loves.'"   
Today’s gospel and the second reading remind us that our primary 
identity in life as Christians should be "the one Jesus loves,” precisely 
because we keep his commandment, “Love one another as I love 
you.” 

Today’s scripture passages declare the profound truth that 
those who believe in Christ and obey his commandment of love 
“remain in, abide, dwell in” God and God in them.  In the first reading, 
Peter teaches us that God shows no partiality in His love and that 
there are no boundaries to abiding in love. God loves everyone, both 
the Jews and the Gentiles, and wants everyone to be saved through 
His son Jesus. That is why God welcomed the Roman centurion 
Cornelius as the first non-Jew to become a Christian.  The reading 
tells us how God also allowed the Gentiles who heard Peter’s speech 
to receive the same Holy Spirit and His gifts that Peter’s Jewish 
audience had received on the day of Pentecost. Today's psalm also 
directs our attention toward God's marvelous love and kindness in 
offering salvation to the whole world. In the second reading John 
defines God as love and explains that He expressed His love for 
mankind by sending His son to die for us humans “as expiation for our 
sins.”  This divine love gives us the command as well as duty to love 
one another as we have been loved by God. Since God has loved us 
first, we can and should love God in return, love ourselves and love 
one another. 

The unmerited quality of this divine friendship is further 
emphasized by Jesus' declaration in verse 16, "You did not choose 
me but I chose you."  Discipleship comes about by divine choice, not 
by human merits and actions.  The prescribed outcome of this choice 
is the disciples' ability now to go out and "bear fruit," bear abiding 
fruit.  The love, the friendship that comes from Christ is tangibly 
manifested in the disciples' lives.  Verse 16 concludes that as friends 
of Jesus, the disciples have access to virtually unlimited power.  They 
have only to invoke Jesus' name, and God will respond.  The phrase 
"in my name" denotes a prayer context, as well as suggesting that 
invoking Jesus' name makes manifest the very presence of Jesus 
himself. Today's text concludes by setting the stage for the reason 
why the world hates the disciples.  Disciples of Jesus do, in fact, love 
one another.  The power of Christ's love and friendship in no way 
negates the reality of this world's ability to hate.  That is why Jesus 
closes with a clear command that we must love one another, and 
even love those who hate us. 

Jesus demonstrated God his Father’s love for us by living 
for us and dying for us. Hence as his disciples we are to be persons 
for others, sacrificing our time, talents and lives for others. This is 
what parents spontaneously do by sacrificing themselves, their time, 
talents, health and wealth for their children, or in other words, by 
spending themselves for their children. The most effective way of 
communicating God’s love to others is by treating everyone as a

friend, giving him or her the respect he or she deserves. In 
moments of trial and stress when people are hostile or ungrateful 
and we feel the pull of bitter resentment in our hearts, it is important 
for us to remember that Christ’s own love was not limited to the 
people he liked and hence we should close our minds to thoughts 
of revenge.  
 A young man wrote this to his girlfriend. “Sweetheart, if 
this world was as hot as the Sahara desert, I would crawl on my 
knees through the burning sand to come to you. If the world would 
be like the Atlantic Ocean, I would swim through shark-infested 
waters to come to you. I would fight the fiercest dragon to be by 
your side. I will see you on Thursday if it does not rain.” 
 Love with condition is not genuine love!

Why Should I give blood?   
 You’re saving lives. Every two seconds someone in the 
U.S. needs blood. If enough people give blood regularly, there will 
always be a continuous supply for the sick or injured. If not enough 
blood is given, there will be shortages, and people who need blood 
may have to go without it., which could result in needless illness and 
death. 
 To meet our nation’s need of blood, the Red Cross must 
collect over six million blood donations each year. With 60% of 
Americans eligible to donate blood, only 5% currently give blood. 
 To help our family, friends and those in need, we must 
embrace the responsibility of giving blood. To do so, we need more 
volunteer blood donors. 
 

How is my blood used? 
 Blood that is donated from generous donors goes through 
a manufacturing process and is then transfused into patients in 
need. There are different components of blood and each has a 
specific role in the body and treatment. 
 

Red Blood Cells can be used for up to 42 days. These cells carry 
the body’s oxygen supply and are needed for patients such as 
accident victims, those undergoing surgery or people with conditions 
such as anemia or kidney disease. 
 

Platelets must be used within five days. Platelets are fragile cells 
that cancer patients and others need in order to control bleeding. 
 

Plasma can be frozen for one year. Plasma is the yellow liquid 
portion of blood. It is a source of the proteins that stop bleeding by 
forming clots. 
 

How much blood is needed?  (units of red blood cells): 
Accident Victim (4-100); Liver transplant (10); Cancer/leukemia 
treatment (4-100); heart transplant (4-6); sickle cell anemia (10-15); 
open heart surgery (2-6); bone marrow transplant (10-20); severe 
burns (8 units plasma).

 Covenant Review 

Council members reviewed and discussed several areas where changes to our Covenant are suggested.  These areas include clarification of 
the process to nominate and elect a new council chairperson, minimum age for council membership, clarification of the process to discuss and 
agree on policy proposals ownership of the covenant, and re-election time limits.  Changes were proposed and will be word-smithed by Jack 
and sent to Father for Diocesan review by the Ministry of Formation Services. 

 Council Elections Review

Emergency Response Plan

Extensive training will be required.  Approval given to Deacon Keller to establish a blue ribbon committee to complete the plan.

Deacon’s Report 
Last program session for the Year of St. Paul was completed.  Plans are to have a special Mass and some other retreat or special program to 
end this effort.

The baptismal font design and color are complete.  Installation will occur shortly.  All other Catholic Mutual requests have been addressed.

Energy conservation work is continuing with additional projects completed to save additional funds.
