THE RESPONSIBILITY OF OUR FAITH 
 

 Today is a day simply to ponder the 
fact that in baptism we were claimed by God, 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The first reading 
from Deuteronomy prompts us to fix in our 
hearts the truth that God is the Lord of both 

heaven and earth and there is no other god. Saint Paul reminds 
us that, because we received the Spirit of adoption in baptism, 
we are now children of God. In the Gospel Jesus charges us 
with the responsibility to make other disciples. These realities 
make today’s solemnity a day of praise, adoration, and 
responsibility. It is a fitting day to thank God for the absolutely 
free gift of faith that we were given in baptism. It is also a day to 
ask God for strength to take on the responsibility of sharing that 
faith with others.   © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co. 

St. Cyril, the teacher of the Slavs, tried to explain the mys-
tery of the Most Holy Trinity.  He said, "Do you see in the heavens 
the brilliant sphere of the sun and how, from it, light is begotten and 
warmth proceeds?  God the Father is like the sphere of the sun, 
without beginning or end.  From Him is eternally begotten God the 
Son, like light from the sun; just as there comes warmth together 
with light from the sun, God the Holy Spirit proceeds.  Each one is 
distinguished separately: the sphere of the sun and the light and the 
warmth — these are not three suns, but one sun in the heavens. So 
also, in the Holy Trinity: there are three Persons but God is One and 
indivisible."  

The solemnity of the Holy Trinity is one of the most impor-
tant feasts in the Church.  The Feast of the Holy Trinity was estab-
lished by Pope John XXII (d. 1334).  It provides a fitting climax to the 
first half of the year and lends a dogmatic foundation for the Sun-
days in the second half. The mystery of the Holy Trinity, a doctrine 
enunciated by the ecumenical councils of Nice and Constantinople, 
is one of the fundamental doctrines of Christianity. This doctrine 
contains the greatest mystery of our Faith, namely, that there are 
three divine persons, sharing the same divine nature in one 
God.  The doctrine of the Trinity underlies all major Christian feasts, 
including Christmas, the Epiphany, Good Friday, Easter, the Ascen-
sion and Pentecost. All the official prayers of the Church, including 
the Holy Mass and the sacraments, begin with an address to the 
Holy Trinity: “In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
Holy Spirit.” We are baptized, absolved of our sins and anointed in 
the name of the Blessed Trinity. Throughout the world, church bells 
ring three times a day inviting Christians to pray to God the Father 
(the Provider); God the Son (the Savior); and God the Holy Spirit 
(the Sanctifier). We bless ourselves with the sign of the cross invok-
ing the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit and we conclude our 
prayers glorifying the Holy Trinity, saying “Glory be to the Father and 
to the Son and to the Holy Spirit.” 

We are made in God’s image and likeness.  Just as God is 
God only in a Trinitarian relationship, so we can be fully human only 
as one member of a relationship of three partners.  The doctrine of 
the Blessed Trinity challenges us to adopt an "I-and-God-and-
neighbor" principle.  I am a Christian insofar as I live in a relationship 
of love with God and other people.  Like God the Father, we are 
called upon to be productive and creative persons by contributing to 
the building up of the fabric of our family, our church, our community 
and our nation.  Like God the Son, we are called upon to reconcile, 
to be peacemakers, to put back together that which has been bro-
ken, to restore what has been shattered.  Like God the Holy Spirit, it 
is our task to uncover and teach truth and to dispel ignorance.   

We are created in love -- to be a community of loving per-
sons, just as the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are united in 
love.  Since the day we were baptised, we have belonged to the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  How privileged we are to grow up in 
such a beautiful family! Hence let us turn to the Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit in prayer every day.  We belong to Their family, the family 
of the Triune God.  The love, unity and joy in the relationship among 
the Father, Son and Holy Spirit should be the supreme model of our 
relationships within our Christian families.  Our families become truly 
Christian when we live in a relationship of love with God and with 
others.  May the Holy Trinity be our example in daily living. Wish you 
a Happy Feast of the Holy Trinity!

 Open Meeting 
The meeting was opened with a prayer by Father Davis.  There were no additions to the proposed agenda.  The actions were reviewed 

and all actions are completed with the discussions scheduled for this meeting.  The review of the modification to the minutes of last 
month revealed that there is no official Parish Garden at the Davey house.  This is an independent volunteer effort.  The April minutes 
will be changed to reflect this. 

 
 Old Business 

The council reviewed the proposal to establish a new Parish strategy.  It was agreed that this was important and necessary and that an 
assessment of the current Ministry Program should be one integral component of this effort.  It was agreed that the best way to 
complete this effort was to form a blue ribbon committee to manage the project.  Jack MacMillan agreed to assist with the formation of 
the committee and Cindy Dugger agreed to participate. 

  
 Council Elections Review - 397 ballots were collected from parishioners at three masses last weekend.   The results for the top four 

vote getters was very close. Dalia Grajeda, Anne Domm, Charles Johnson and Clare Keller received the most votes and were 
confirmed as new council members with terms starting in July.  Father Davis will notify the winners by sending an appointment letter.  
The others will also be contacted.  

 
 Parish Council will be represented at the May 19th meeting of the Financial Board to hear the presentation for the new budget. 
 
 New members will be invited to the June meeting to become familiar with next year’s budget. 
 

 New Business 
Departing council members Camille Howell and Randy Sparkman were recognized for their many contributions during their 3 year 

terms.   
The parish received a request from a company who conducts State licensed DUI  rehabilitation classes, looking for space to hold 

meeting.   The Council discussed the proposal and decided that they were unable to accommodate this request because of other 
parish activities.
